Officially known as the Summer Food Service Program (SFSP), Meet Up and Eat Up
provides free nutritious meals to children up to age 18 and living in low-income
areas, where 50 percent or more of the students qualify for free or reduced-price school

meals.

Home delivered meals consist of a hot meal between 10:30am-2PM, which includes a
protein, vegetable, fruit, grain, and milk. We also provide cold second meals, a bagged
breakfast and frozen weekend meals to meet the various needs of the senior
community. The suggested donation is $3.00 per meal.

Mason County Senior Meals provides meals for three community Senior Centers
located in Ludington (Tuesday &Thursday), Scottville (Monday-Friday), and Tallman
(Monday-Friday).
